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In recent Yyears, the interest in sensors within The
Electrochemical Society have grown steadily and many symposia
have been held at Socliety Meetings. Last year some of us decided
that the time had come to organize a Sensor Group within the
Society to coordinate Iits sensor activities and attract new
members to the Society with sensor interests but not necessarily
with a specific existing Division or Group interest. The
Honolulu Meeting provided a good focal point to promote the Iidea
and there was a great deal of interest and support shown at that
time, A Sensor Group Organizing Committee was formed. Since
then, a set of Sensor Group Brlaws and a proposed slate of

officers were prepared for approval by various Society Committees
and the Board of Directors.

On ~'May 19, 1988 at the Atlanta Meeting of The Electrochemical
Society, the Board of Directors approved the formation of a
Sensor Group. The first official meeting of the Group will take
place at the Chicago Meeting of the Soclety on Monday October 10,
1988. The organizing Committee encourages all who are Interested
In sensors to attend the Meeting and lend their support.

The Electrochemical Society Is unique among technical societlies
in that Iits” meetings and publications cover a broad area of
science and technology and there is a major emphasis on materials
and processes as well as phenomena and devices. For example, at
a gliven Society Heeting, a biomedical scientist working on
research and the development of micro solid state sensors perhaps
with an ion sensitive membrane would learn about micromachining
and microelectronics at Electronics and Dielectrics and
Insulation Division sessions, corrosion of the sensor at
Corrosion Division sessions, the organic chemistry of the
membranes used at Organic and Blological Chemistry Division
sessions, and electrochemical principles at Physical Electrochem-
Istry Division sessions. Other Divisions could be included
depending on the interest and application: Batteries,
Electrodeposition, Energy Technology, High Temperature, and the
Luminescence and Display Materials Group.

The Sensor Group will have a Luncheon and Business Meeting on
Monday October 10, 1988 at the Chicago Meeting to elect officers
and discuss future sensor meerting plans and symposia. Please
plan to attend and lend your support. The following slate of
officers is proposed and all have agreed to serve if elected:
