Commuting to work with bicycles – an old/new way to save energy
Abstract:
Oil was discovered in the middle of the 19th century, and there was not much use for it.  It became one of the most important resources when the internal combustion engine because widely used and we are running out of it, and we shall probably run out of it by 2050.  What will replace it?  There are two alternatives:  renewable energy and saving in energy.  Here we shall discuss one aspect of the latter.


It is important to note that the best way to alleviate the present oil crisis is to save energy.  This can be based on well-established technologies, require moderate infrastructure and implementation could start on a short time scale.  


The use of bicycles for commuting to work and for transportation in the city would seem like an ideal solution.  Nevertheless, this is only implemented in rather poor countries, where the large majority of people cannot afford to own cars. In most highly developed countries the bicycle has been demoted from being a vehicle for transportation to being either a toy for children or an exercise machine.  


Here we shall discuss the reasons for the decline in the use of bicycles for transportation and propose a model that could remove all these obstacles and lead to significant savings in energy, reduction of greenhouse gases and pollution and lowering of death and injury in road accidents.  The approach taken to achieve these goals is a systems approach, which includes considerations of the infrastructure needed, is based on safety on the road, protection in bad weather and against theft during parking.
